
✅ Steps to Deploy an App in Google Play Store
1. Prepare Your App
· Finalize your app’s development and testing (fix bugs, optimize performance).
· Make sure you comply with Google Play Policies.
· Prepare app assets:
· App Icon (512x512, PNG, ≤ 1024 KB)
· Feature Graphic (1024x500, JPG/PNG, ≤ 1 MB)
· Screenshots (JPEG/PNG, min 2, max 8 per device type)
· Promo Video (optional, YouTube link)

2. Sign the App (Generate Release APK/AAB)
· Use Android Studio to create a signed Android App Bundle (.aab) (preferred) or APK.
· Steps:
· Build → Generate Signed Bundle / APK
· Choose Android App Bundle (.aab)
· Create/upload keystore and set passwords
· Build → Get release file

3. Create a Google Play Developer Account
· Go to Google Play Console.
· Pay $25 USD (one-time) registration fee.
· Fill in developer details (name, email, contact, policies).

4. Create a New App in Play Console
· Click Create App → Enter app details:
· App name
· Default language
· App type (App/Game)
· Free or Paid
· Accept Developer Program Policies.

5. Complete Store Listing
· Fill required information:
· Title, Short Description, Full Description
· App Icon, Feature Graphic, Screenshots
· Category (Application → Type & Category)
· Content Rating
· Privacy Policy URL

6. Upload the App (AAB)
· Navigate to Production → Create New Release.
· Upload your .aab file.
· Add release notes.

7. App Content & Policies
· Complete mandatory forms:
· App Content (privacy policy, ads, data safety, content rating, target audience, etc.)
· Target Audience (age group compliance, COPPA if children)
· Permissions Declaration (declare sensitive permissions, if any)

8. Set Pricing & Distribution
· Choose whether the app is Free or Paid.
· Select countries where the app will be available.
· Opt-in for specific devices/programs (Wear OS, tablets, etc.).

9. Review & Publish
· Review all sections (Store Listing, App Content, Release).
· Click Review Release → Start Rollout to Production.
· Submit → Your app enters Google’s review process.
